In order to better accomadate those stu-
dents from out of town, we’ve moved the class to just after school so
they can catch the late bus home. This fall we’ll be exploring “The Case
for Christ”, an easy yet in-depth look of who Jesus is, and how we know
He really did what the scriptures say He did. Each student will be
required to read a chapter a week and respond with a fill-in-the-blank
question sheet. Students who consistantly complete their work will be
eligable for monthly prizes and the spring Missions Trip.
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Over the past two years, Pastor Ashley and I have endeavoured to provide a relevant outlet for
the spiritual needs of this rising generation, while providing a fun family-like atmosphere. This
year we want to continue in that, but more importantly we want Thursdays to be a time of
transformation and a chance for our students to be the Kingdom of God in their community. A
majority of our Thursdays will be what we call “Vine Chapels”, a chance for our students to
encounter the presence of God, and be challenged by His word. One Thursday a month, we’ll
provide the students with an opportunity to head out and serve the community, this way they
understand that our mission as Christians is outside the church building to those who are in
need materially, physically, and spiritually. Of course we’ll intermix these times with fun and
community, and we will still provide big events here and there, but pray with us as we endeav-
our to provide opportunities for students to press deeper into God’s presence and His direc-
tion.
